CORE TOPIC: n. 1 – Evaluation of achievements

The focus is on the Common European Framework of Reference, its contents, aims and possible uses for the foreign language teachers. The three paths will deal with:

· Analysis of the scales and levels (path 1)

· Main characteristics of the descriptors (path 1)

· Modeling of a syllabus according to the principles of the CEFR (path 2)

· The relationship of the CEFR with assessment and testing (path 3)
The target of Module 3 is the language teacher of Italian Scuola Media who already knows the European document but still finds difficulties in its use. It’s the language teacher who is aware of the importance of handling the CEFR correctly so as to find a real help for his/her everyday job before classes, in class with the students, or after classes while planning or assessing.

In this regard, therefore, the three learning paths of this Core Topic are conceived as intimately connected steps in a progressive sequence, rather than as three separate  moments of training activities, sharing a fundamentally similar theoretical basis (the reference to the CEFR’s principles) as well as  common aims:

Aims: 

· to provide training in the development of a critical and enquiring approach to teaching and learning,

· to foster an open-minded and an experimental attitude to language teaching and learning.

Strategy: all three learning paths are based on individual study integrated with activities of self-analysis as well as group work and discussion. Moreover they favour the provision of open-ended tasks, with the objective of promoting an awareness in trainees more through observation, discussion and “problematization” of core issues, rather than by offering well-defined and detailed models. 

Techniques: some activities can be carried out individually; some others are group activities which have to be carried out on-line within the PON virtual class: these are strongly recommended.
